Transition is the act of passing from one state or place to another. By
embracing the notion of transition now, we can build resilient communities.

Resilienc e is the ability to rapidly adapt to change and recover quickly from
disaster.

Global Warming is the increase in the average temperature of the Earth's
near-surface air and oceans since the mid-20th century and its projected
continuation.

Peak Oil is the point in time when the maximum rate of global petroleum
extraction is reached, after which the rate of production enters decline (Peak
Oil is often confused with oil depletion; Peak Oil is the point of maximum
production while depletion refers to a period of falling reserves and supply).
Biodiversity (Biological Diversity) - The variability among living organisms
from all sources, including, 'inter alia’, terrestrial, marine, and other aquatic
ecosystems, and the ecologicalcomplexes of which they are part: this
includes diversity within species, between species and of ecosystems (the
definition adopted by the United Nations Convention on Biological Diversity).
